Discontinuing of Virtual Ergonomics and Design -
Master's Programme 60 credits, (VIRGA)

Decision

The study programme Virtual Ergonomics and Design — Master's Programme 60
credits is hereby discontinued. The discontinuation is in accordance with the steering
document "Guidelines for discontinuation of subjects and study programmes and
cancellation of programme instances". The decision is published on the Student Portal,
which is part of the University of Skovde website.

The programme-specific courses will be phased out suceessively. Three opportunities
for re-examination will be offered to students who have been registered for the courses
during one of the last two semesters and who have not achieved a Passed on the
courses. The students will receive special information at each opportunity at
discontinuing of courses.

Justification

The reason for the discontinuation is that the number of applicants for the study
programme has been low in the past, which has caused that there is a lack of
pedagogical and financial conditions to continue offering the program.
